Skills Objectives:
Students will complete daily homework/assignments and prepare for quizzes/tests.  Students will also self-advocate for their own learning needs by asking for help when necessary.  
Course Description:
This class is designed to give Special Services students the opportunity to have additional time to complete assignments and study for tests/quizzes in school.  Students are expected to bring daily work with them and to use this hour to its full potential EVERY SINGLE DAY.  When daily assignments and projects are completed, students are expected to review notes from class, make outlines, highlight important terms, prepare flash cards to study from, review chapters, study graphs and charts, read captions, and/or read ahead.
